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Safety Equipment Standard 
 

Standard 

Every owner and every operator shall ensure that there are provided in places 
conveniently located and readily accessible for emergency use: 

 an electrically insulated or non-conducting reaching pole at least 3.65 metres long. 

 a minimum of two buoyant aids. 

 a spineboard designed for transporting a person who has incurred a suspected 
spinal injury. 

 a first-aid box. 

 an AED. 
 
Definitions 

Buoyant aid: any device that floats and can be easily thrown or carried to a victim to help 
support them. 

Spineboard: a device for immobilizing a suspected spinal-injured patient, with a head piece 
for neck immobilization and three straps for securing the victim on the board. 

First Aid Box: contains appropriate supplies as outlined in the Canadian Lifesaving Manual 
and personal protective equipment. 

AED: Automatic External Defibrillator 
 
Rationale 

Sufficient rescue equipment should be provided for lifeguard use during an emergency 
situation. This equipment lowers the risk to the rescuer and increases the treatment options 
for the victim.
